A club newsletter is produced and distributed each month and keeps members informed of club activities 

etc.. Club membership also provides access to discounted parts, services and 4WD vehicle insurance etc. 

as well as driver training, map reading courses and technical advice and assistance, including 

maintenance days for those interested in the hands-on aspect of their vehicles.
